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Langham Arts Trust is the music ministry of All Souls Church, London.  While we run big events, such as Prom Praise at the 
Royal Albert Hall, we are a small, self-financing charity with a very small number of staff.  However, we have big ideas for 
mission through music:

Mission to the UK – continue taking Prom Praise events to venues around the UK.  The All Souls Orchestra regularly tours 
Scotland, Ireland and many major UK cities.  We could do more but as costs for each event continue to rise, we rely even 
more on our partners to help spread the ministry. 

Mission to Children – Prom Praise for Schools. 13,000 London school children from all backgrounds have attended the PP4S 
events at the Royal Albert Hall hearing the gospel message through workshops and the concerts with the Orchestra.  
We want to meet the requests from other cities around the UK to take this unique event to their children. 

Mission to Overseas – taking the Prom Praise style of event to countries where there is an opportunity for sharing in 
evangelism with local churches. The Orchestra has been to Greece, Bulgaria and Israel.  We have had invitations from Korea,  
USA and South Africa and would love to be able to fulfil these and other opportunities with the support of our partners. 

Mission to Churches – the development of the Orchestra’s musical library, with over 500 works, to make it available online
to church music groups around the world.  Alongside this, we often get asked to provide workshops at churches to help 
develop use of instruments in their worship.

These mission opportunities can only proceed when we have the financial support required.  You can help make one of them 
happen. Please take a moment to read this leaflet and prayerfully consider if the music ministry of this Orchestra could be a 
charity to which you give regularly.

Langham Arts Trust is a registered charity (1059611) which requires financial support in the pursuit of its aims “to advance the Christian 
religion”.

• £1,000 will hire a coach to take the Orchestra on a tour in UK, or pay the airfares of two or more musicians to share the 
gospel through music overseas.   • It costs several thousand pounds to hire a concert venue.
